Festival Dates
January 14th – Makar Sankranti (Maghi) and Lohri

27th – Holocaust Memorial Day

February 2nd – Basant Panchami/Sarawati Puja

Advent of Spring.

26th – Maha-Shiv Ratri

This festival is dedicated to Shiva, one of the deities of the Hindu Trinity. 

March 15th – Holi (Festival of Colour)

Holi is the spring festival linked to Krishna. During this festival people throw coloured powder and water at each other. This is also a celebration of creation and renewal. 

April 6th – Rama Navami

This day celebrates the birth of Lord Rama, son of King Dasharatha of Ayodhya. 

9th – Varsha Pratipada – The Spring New Year Festival

13th – Vaisakhi (Baisakhi)

Also celebrated by Sikhs.

This is an April harvest or New Year’s festival depending on area. 

24th – Hanuman Jayanti

This festival marks the birth of Hanuman, the Monkey God. 

August 4th – Raksha Bandhan

This festival celebrates brotherhood and love. 

16th – Shri Krishan Janam-Ashthami (Birthday of Lord Krishna)

Most highly respected God in the Hindu pantheon.

September 7th – Ganesh-Chaturthi

This one week festival all over the world celebrates the birthday of Lord Ganesh.

October 2nd – Vijay Dashami-Dassehra

This is a ten day celebration in honour of Durga or Kali. This is a festival of victory, good over evil.

10th – Karva Chowth

Festival of married women. 

21st – Divali (Deepavali)

The festival of lights.
